UNIVERSITY OF LEICESTER PRESS CUTTINGS – AUGUST 2005

No single story dominated press coverage of the University, although Leicester achieved a number of high profile articles. For example, there was a two page spread in the Guardian on students engaging in a parabolic flight with pictures and quotes from the students. The work of Karl Nicholson on bird flu was cited in the national press and there was a large profile of the work of English Local History on the occasion of Hoskins 50th anniversary. The piece by Chris Dyer appeared in BBC History Magazine. The University also featured prominently in a publication from Leicester City Council about investment in the city.  There was a full page of tributes to Mo Mowlam in the Leicester Mercury  including comments from Professor John Benyon. Mary Dixon-Woods study into how media reporting of the Alder Hays organ scandal had affected donations generated prominent local and national coverage. CLMS also gained good national coverage over a study on apprenticeships schemes.
