UNIVERSITY OF LEICESTER PRESS CUTTINGS –OCTOBER 2005

Summary of press coverage:

A number of stories attracted major international/national as well as local print coverage. These included:
· Professor Robert Colls commenting on why Leicester is successfully multicultural in the International Herald Tribune-a front page story.
· Front page photo and headline story from The Azores covering the graduation ceremony. Press coverage on this topic also featured in the national press in Hong Kong. 
· Researcher Sergei Nayakshin was featured in The Vancouver Sun (Canada), The Voice of America and national papers in France for his discovery of new stars found near a massive black hole, which disputes traditional scientific views on black holes.  

· Professor Bob Burgess’s comments in The Independent about his views on UCAS’s plans for a centralized system for postgraduate students. 
· Leicester was ranked 22 in the league table in The Sunday Times.
· The Financial Times featured Professor Robert Burgess’s recent review of degrees standards.
· Professor Karl Nicholson’s comments on how imperative financial support from the government is for immediate vaccines (with emphasis on the imminent threat of bird flu), was featured in The Times. 

· The Guardian discussed how Leicester was giving 100 students the chance to win the Leicester award for employability skills.

· Estelle Morris commended Leicester for topping students’ opinion polls in her article titled ‘older [universities] doesn’t equal wiser’.  The Daily Telegraph’s columnist John Clare also mentioned this success.
· The Guardian featured information about Leicester, commending its students’ union, diversity and its strength in teaching and research.
· Cosmopolitan magazine featured a lengthy piece on Dr Lorraine Sheridan’s findings that one in five women will at some point in their lives be stalked by an ex-partner. The Irish Independent also featured an article on the same subject, with Dr Lorraine’s comments and research findings.
