Funding Available for MSc candidates

New Scholarships for Indian Engineering M.Sc. Students

The University of Leicester has recently introduced a new scholarship scheme for Indian students enrolling on the Department of Engineering’s M.Sc. courses. The number of scholarships available is unlimited - under the scheme, all students will be automatically awarded a scholarship of £1500 (paid as a discount on tuition fees) if they meet the typical offer level of a first class Indian bachelors degree (an average of 60% or higher). 

Under the University’s Country Scholarships Scheme, a further 5 scholarships are available for new taught Master's students from India on all full-time courses starting in September/October 2006. For Engineering students the value of these scholarships is £3000. The scholarships are awarded based on academic merit, and the closing date for applications is the 30th of June.
